Limestone sea-cliff,
St. Govan's Head, SR99, R. Lawton. 1st confirmed record. In 1965 a
provisional record was made nearby by C. Sinker and J. Barrett.

540/8, Cirsium dissectum (L.) Hill (Meadow Thistle). Wet heath, Waun .
Vachelich, St. Davids, SM72, P. Bullard and L. Kerr. The only localised
record away from Dowrog Common.

577/3. Potamogeton coloratus Hornem. (Fen Pondweed). Shallow calcareous
ditch, Castlemartin, SR89, J.C. 2nd record this century, recorded from the
same site in 1851.

617/1. Hermodactylus tuberosus (L.) Mill, (Snake's-head Iris). Disturbed
ground, Manorbier, S509, Mrs. D, Rees. 1st Welsh record.

625/1. Epipactis palustris (L.) Crantz (Marsh Helleborine). Calcareous flush,
Cosheston, SM90, S.B.E. 4th localized record.

636/1. Gymnadenia conopsea {(L.) R. Br. (Fragrant Orchid). Base-rich flush,
Cosheston, SM90, P.H. Hainsworth, 1972, and S.B.E. 1981. 2nd records.

656/3. Eleocharis quinqueflora (F.X. Hartmann) Schwarz (Few-flowered Spike-
rush).

Teifi gorge
near Coedmor, SN14, D.,A. Ratcliffe. The only record for the southern two-
thirds of the county.

21/exp. Dryopteris expansa (C, Presl) Fraser-Jenkins & Jermy (Northern
Buckler-fern). Shaded rocks in wooded ravine on south side of Ystwyth below
Pont Blaen, S5N87, A.0.C. In Cards., so far only recorded from the Ystwyth .
valley. 2nd record.

29/1. Ophioglossum vulgatum L. (Adder's-tongue). Unimproved pasture,
Llwyncrychyddod, Llanfihangel-y-Creuddyn, SN67, A,0.C.

170/4. Oxalis europaea Jord. (a Wood-sorrel). By Teifi .near Poift=Tyweli,
Llandysul, SN44, A, Orange and Teifi Survey Unit. 1st record.

192/4. Trifolium medium L. (Zigzag Clover). Pasture on boulder clay, Gwaun
Penlan, Llechryd, SN24, A.0.C, Very rare in Cards., probably confined to the
boulder clay in the south-west.
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206/9. Vicia orobus DC. (Wood Bitter—vetch). Rough pasture, Gargoed, Strata
Florida, 270m. a.s.l., SN76, A.0.C. & D. Glyn Jones, and banks of Teifi
stream nearby, A.0. & Teifi Survey Unit.

225/dum. Rosa dumetorum Thuill. (Thicket Dog-rose). Hedge by road, Clawdd-
dewi, Aber-arth, SN46, copse S.W. of Llangorwen crossroads, SN68, and hedge

by lane 1lkm S.S.E. of Moriah, SN67; A.0.C. 1st records {(det. G.G.
Graham), Presumably widespread but not previously recorded.
